Windows Movie Makers Instructions

1. Import all of your pictures/videos/music files onto the computer and save it there.  This is IMPORTANT because if you import them straight onto movie maker you will lose them!!

2. Open Movie Maker

3. Import your pictures and audio (on the left side of the screen in blue) from where you saved them on your computer.  They will appear above the timeline.

4. Go to ‘Tools’>’Options’>’Advanced’.  Change the picture duration to the length you want it.  Mine is at 0.125 (the shortest it can be) Click ‘Ok’
5. Highlight over the images you want to use and drop them into your time line.  Remember you can repeat images to make your animation longer.

NOTE: You can change the length of time each photo is played individually by clicking on the image in the timeline, then hovering over the right hand edge.  A red arrow will appear and you can click and drag the image small or larger.
NOTE: You can change the order of the images by dragging them about in the timeline.  

6. Drag your audio into the time line.  Make it finish at the same time as your images. 

NOTE: to make it fade out; Right click on the audio in the timeline>fade in/fade out

7. Click on ‘Edit Movie’>’Make Titles or credits’
8. Click on ‘Finish Movie’>’save to My Computer’
9. I also want a copy of your finished movie so please save to my laptop or to my memory stick.
